Location & Extent of Khargone District :
Khargone district extends between North latitudes 21°22'29.78"N : 22°31'05.92"N and
East longitudes 75°12'0.12"E :76°14'8.93"E and covered parts of degree sheet 4#6.N,
46 O,55 B, 55 C of Survey of Indidhe district known as West Nimarcomes under the
Indore division of Madhya Pradesh and situated ithe south-west part of the state.
It is spread over an ara of 8,030 square kilometresThe district has a trianguar shape
with its vertex, the farthest angle lying to the west. The district along with the

adjoining East Nimar (Khandwa) &urhanpur district, derives its name from the old
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division of Prant Nimar which comprised the whole Narmada valley fronthe Ganjal

and the Satpura ranges run down to the river.
Khargone city famous for the production of cotton and chilly is built on the banks of
River Kunda The peopleof Khargone speak Namadiits the primary language in west
Nimar, Bareli and Palya, the language of Bhil is spoken in the central territory of Madhya
Pradesh; Bareli Rathwi, Bhil is written in Bhilali and Devanagari script.
1.2  Connectivity of District

Corbiculastriatella, Melanoidestuberculates). These benthic mactiovertebrates
species can be used to establishiological criteria to classify the river ecosystem as
being healthy or polluted The Kunda River having rich biodiversity of macre
invertebrates communities. The most common benthicmacrinvertebrate organisms

belong to Oligochaeta, Crustacea, Insecta, Gastropoda and Pelecypoda.

Insect Benthic macreinvertebrate communites belonging to Family Baetidae,
Caenoidae, EphemeridaeHeptageniidae and Chironomidae. The insects are having the
capabiliry of various adaptive habitates due to their extraordinary structural
organization Vinson (1998), Merrites and cummines (2008) and Tali (2013). The
aquatic macro invertebrates were found to be high population density were
undisturbed and rich in aquatic vegetation zoneMost of insect larval forms have been
reported to be tolerant too wide range of physicechemical parameters (Sarkar
2012).Thebenthic macroinvertebrates population of insect was dominated by diptera
and Ephemeroptera. The mollusca fauna dfishanpura Lakeincluded genera out of
which T. Scabra, P. Clarknum, L.Aluminat, Vivipara bengralensisdominatedthe

population.

1.4 Topography
Geomorphic units give the brief and synoptic idea of the general topography of the
terrain. The topography of this region is unduiting in nature, with many small rivers,

hill ranges and plain areas prevalent throughout the districtThe Vindhyachal and
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Satpura mountain ranges run through the district, while presence of Narmadaiver and

other local rivers like Veda and Kunda rivers have enriched this region immensely.

1.5 Geomorphology

The district exhibits varied geomorphic units.The areas forms a part of the Nimar valley
and lies between theVindhayanranges in the north and dissected plateaus in the south.
The gently undulating plains occupy the major portion of the Khargone district on the
south eastern part. Whole area exhibits the presence of the fluvial units, showing the
presence of alluvium in he flood plains of all the major river systemsThe alluvium
plains of the NarmadaRiver lie between 170 to 260 m above M.S.L. The steep slope
areas show the gradient between 10 to 12 m/km and gently sloping areas show
gradient of 0.4 to 0.7 m/km.

Buried Pedi plains showing denudational hills as seen in the north western parts of the
district on either side of river Narmada. Similarly structural hogbacks and Cuesta
belonging to Vindhayan Meta sedimentary are restricted to northern boundary of the
district. Basaltic uplands forming lower belt that extends from west to east in the
southern parts of the district. This upland tract alsoforms major forests in the
district.

Generally there arefive types of soils namely Kali I, (@ mbgl) and Kali 1l (32
mbgl) (2-3 mbgl) Halki khardri and Bardi. These soils are classified as medium black
cotton soils containing 50% silt and clay to gather. Alluvial type of soils is found on both

the sides of the river Narmada and is some patches along its tributaries.

1.6 Drainage System

The district area is mainly drained by the Narmaddiver and its tributaries. Goi, Beda,
Kudi, Borar Dondar, Deb, Nahali and BhongaRivers flow from south to north while
Kharki, Gomathi, Malan and Makeswari rivers flow from north to south in the southern
bank of Narmada on the eastern part of the district.

Choral is the maintributary draining into the northern bank of the river Narmada.
These major rivers are perennial to some extent and retain some water even during
summer months. All the small Nallahs which feed the major streams during the
monsoon, Remain dry during summer. The drainage pattern is mostly dendritic to sub

dendritic in dissected plateau and hilly area, while it is parallel to suiparallel in plain

area. However, a characteristic radil drainage is observed in the Bsaltic terrain, south
of Segaon and east of Sendhwa in between longitudes E 75 15' t83%30 and latitudes
N 22 30' to 22 45'. The streams appear to be fractured and joint conti@d in the

basaltic terrain.

1.6.1 River Narmada

The Narmada also called the Rewa, is a river in central India and the fifth longest river
in the Indian subcontinent. It is the fourthlongest river that flows entirely within India,
after the Ganga, the Godavari, and the Krishna. It is also known as "Life Line of Madhya
Pradesh" for its huge contribution to the state of Madhya Pradesh in many ways. It
forms the traditional boundary between North India and South India and flows
westwards over a length of 1,312 km (815.2 mi) before draining through the Gulf of
Cambay into the Arabian Sea, 30 km (18.6 mi) west of Bharuch city of Gujarat.

In Khargone district Narmada is the main river flowing from the central part of the
district. The River Narmada flows along a path of 88 kilometres inside the districthe
main drainage in formed being Narmada river and various small nalas aive
lutes joins to Narmada. The Taptdrainage system extends in a limited area along the

southern boundary of the district.

1.6.2 River Kunda

Kunda River is a largetributary of Narmada from Nimar region, originated from forest,
Amba and Sirvel village andt flows from Village Pipalzhopa, (BlockBhagwanpura,)to
Village Hopa, (Block Kaswarad). It has a lengthf approximately 169 Kms. and its
catchment area of 3825 sq. km. This river is situated in the west directions of Khargone
but it river flows from South to North which passes through for block of Khargone

district -Bhagwanpura, Goganwa, Khargone, and Kasrawad.
1.6.3 River Beda

River Beda is a tributary of riverNarmadawhich is flowing from south to the north

direction in Khargonedistrict.
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1.7 Rainfall

The normal annual rainfall of Khargone district is 835 mm. The maximum rainfall
received during south west monsoon period i.e. June to September about 92.8% of the
annual rainfall received during monsoon season. Only 7.2% of the annual rainfall takes
place between Octobersto May period. The average rainfall received by this district is

about 800 millimetres.

1.8 Temperature

The climate of Khargone district, MP. Characterized by a hot summer and general
dryness except during the south west m@oon season. The year may divide into
four seasons. The cold season, December to February is followed by the hot season from
March to about the middle of June andhonsoon period i.e. June to September and

The normal maximum temperature received dumg the month of May is 41.80 C
and minimum during the month of December 11.10. The normal annual means
maximum and minimum temperature of Khargone district is 34 C & 19.68 C
respectively.

During the south west monsoon season the relative humidity generally exceeds
85% (August month). In the rest of the year is drier. The driest part of the year is the

The wind velocity is higher during the préenonsoon period as compared to post
monsoon period. The maximum wind velocityis 9.0 kmhr. observed during the
month of June and minimum 2.5 km/hr during the month of Deg®er. The average

normal annual wind velocity of Khargone district is 4.9 km/hr.
